CHEERS TABLE TIPS
Manning a CHEERS table at a resource fair or event is a wonderful way to spread the word among students about the CHEERS program.  Students are attracted to easily assessable tables that provide free stuff, have signs that are easy to read and have a friendly person working the table.
Here are some important things to remember when you are at the CHEERS table:

· it is your job to inform students of the CHEERS program
· answer questions about the CHEER program

· replenish the table supplies as needed

Setting Up a CHEERS Table:

· Cover the table with a cloth 
· Place a sign behind the table or on the cloth in front of the table 
· Scatter the table with promotional items, CHEER cards and brochures about CHEERS

Informing the students of the CHEERS program:
The best way of informing students is simply to ask them if they know about Cheers.  If students say no, then you can proceed to tell them:


“It’s a program where it pays to be the DD.  If you’re the designated driver, you can get free non-alcoholic drinks at most area bars and restaurants.”


If students say yes, then you can ask them to tell you what they know.  If they answer correctly, you can affirm them and ask them if they’ve used it.  If they answer incorrectly, you can correct them and give them a CHEERS card.
Answering questions about the CHEER program:
Here are some frequently asked questions about CHEERS:
· Q: Do I have to be a certain age to utilize the free drinks for designated drivers?

A: No, you can be a designated driver at any age (as long as you can drive).  However, we can’t get you into bars if you are under the establishment’s age limit.  But, if you get yourself in, we can get you free drinks.

· Q: What bars participate in CHEERS?

A: See the blue CHEERS card for the list of participating establishments

· Q: Can I get alcoholic drinks for free?
A: Of course not, why would we give designated drivers alcohol?  
It’s their job to drive home safe.
· Q: What if an establishment doesn’t give me my drink for free?


A: You can call the number on your CHEERS card and ask for the

 CHEER representative.  They greatly appreciate your feedback 

and will contact the establishment.  

· Q: I thought I can call a number to have CHEERS drive me home.  Is that not true:

A: No, CHEERS can not drive you home.  We are a program that rewards designated drivers.  If you need a ride, however, you may always call a taxi.  (If you are a student at the University of Missouri, you may call STRIPES at 442.9672.)
Replenishing the Table:
Replish the table with promotional items often; Give students one of only six supplies available: keychains, pens, highlighters, Cheer Cards, brochures and post-it notes.  It is not necessary to hand promotional items to every student…only those interested.
